Soon after that Desmond Haynes announced himself for the West Indies with 148 against Australia in St John’s in 1977/78, and he ended his long career with 115 against England in Port-of-Spain in 1993/94.

	Within the laws but against the spirit

	(Helmet as a 12th man : 1979)
Mike Brearley’s captaincy has achieved a nearly divine reputation, and there is no questioning his readiness to innovate. On the last day of a county game at Lord’s in 1979, he was struggling to get wickets against a Yorkshire side who, he recalled, “were batting without much sense of adventure”. 
He consulted slow left-armer Phil Edmonds and then picked up the spare helmet from behind the wicketkeeper and plopped it down at short midwicket. 

The aim, he said, was to encourage the batsman to hit against the spin in a bid to earn an easy five penalty runs. The ploy failed and in the revised laws published later that year it was decreed where the helmet could and could not be placed.
