	Who or what was the ‘Flatcapinator’?
This was an amusing nickname given to the (then) Yorkshire and England offspinner Richard Dawson, during the tour of India in 2001-02. England were having trouble combating the whirling spin of the turbaned Harbhajan Singh, one of whose nicknames is ‘The Turbanator’, and Dawson’s Yorkshire upbringing led some journalists to suggest that he might be called ‘The Flatcapinator’ to echo Harbhajan.
A question of genes : have there been any instances where a grandfather, father and son have all been test cricketers ?
There have been two sets of three-generation Test cricketers so far. 
The first were the Headley’s : George and his son Ron played for the West Indies, while Ron’s son Dean Headley played 15 Tests for England in the 1990s.

They were joined in May 2005, when Bazid Khan played his only test so far for Pakistan : his father Makid Khan won 63 caps for Pakistan, and Majid’s father Jahangir Khan played for India in the 1930s, before partition.

	Percy Fender (Surrey v Leicestershire 1921) 
Percy Fender, the Surrey captain, was not averse to bending the laws, especially in 1921 when his side were in hot pursuit of Middlesex at the top of the championship.

At the end of the second day of their final game at the Oval, Thomas Sidwell (Leicestershire) was not out on 4. However, the next morning Sidwell got hopelessly lost on the London Underground en route from his hotel to the ground, and so was unable to resume his innings. 

When he finally arrived at the Oval, Fender discussed the situation with the umpires, and was adamant that Sidwell who was not absent through injury or illness could not resume his innings. The Umpires reluctantly had to apply the laws. 

Surrey won by 88 runs, but to no avail as Middlesex won the title.
