	Kieron Pollard was stumped off a wide from the first ball he received in the World Twenty 20 match against England earlier this year. Is this the first such ‘diamond duck’ from a stumping rather than a run-out in international cricket ?
Rather surprisingly, there is only one previous instance in international cricket of a batsman being stumped first ball off a wide (thus going down in the scorebook as having faced 0 balls).
The man who preceded Kieron Pollard was the Canadian fast bowler Henry Osinde, who was stumped first ball by Niall O’Brien off an Alex Cusack wide while playing Ireland in a one-day international during the World Cup qualifying tournament in Benoni in April 2009.
Several other batsmen have been stumped off wides at later stages of their innings in limited-overs internationals.

Has anyone ever scored 150 in both innings of a Test ? 

The only person to do this is the former Australian captain Allan Border, who scored 150 not out and 153 against Pakistan in Lahore in 1979-80. 

There was a near miss in 2009 when Sri Lankan, Tillakaratne Dilshan made 162 and 143 against Bangladesh.

If ever an umpire was persuaded to change his mind by a player it was in Barbados when a ball from Curtly Ambrose appeared to flick Rob Bailey’s thigh pad on its way through to Jeff Dujon. Lloyd Barker seemed to have turned down the appeal, but Viv Richards, who was at first slip, came charging down the pitch roaring appeals : and barker belatedly, and to Bailey’s undisguised dismay, raised his finger.
