England needed 552 to beat the West Indies, with over two days left of the match. There then happened one of the most terrifying passages of play in Test history, as Close and Edrich (aged 45 and 39 respectively) were targeted by an over zealous bowling attack. Close in particular took some punishing blows, a process not aided by his penchant for chesting the ball away like a centre-half. They were both still there at the close of play, though Edrich’s 24 was the highest score by an England player in the whole match.
