He and his brother Ian captained Australia with plenty of success : he scored twin centuries on his captaincy debut (a feat unequalled to date). Among the major highlights of his career were his two Super Test centuries in Trinidad and Guyana (he made 621 runs in five games) against an attack that included Andy Roberts, Michael Holding, Colin Croft, Joel Garner and Wayne Daniel.
After retirement he went into coaching – his most notable stint was his stormy tenure with the Indian national team in the mid 2000s.
