	Who has had the most unusual Test career ?
I suppose that depends on your definition of ‘unusual’. There are a few people from the early days, like JEP McMaster and the Hon CJ Coventry (who both played for England against South Africa in 1888-89) whose entire first-class career consisted of Test matches, as they never played any other games recognised as first-class.

Then there are people like Andy Ganteaume, who scored a century on his test debut for the West Indies (against England in Port-of-Spain in 1947-48) but was never selected again, and the Kent leg spinner Charles Marriott who took 5 for 37 and 6 for 39 on his debut (against the West Indies at the Oval in 1933) and never played again either. 

But my vote for the weirdest Test career of all goes to Pakistan’s Younis Ahmed, who won two caps as a promising youngster against New Zealand in 1969-70, but had to wait more than 17 years before Imran Khan recalled him to the side against India in 1986-87 where he won two more caps. In between, Younis played with great success for three English counties, and was banned by Pakistan for playing in Rhodesia.

	Andrew Hilditch (Australia v Pakistan 1989-90)
Hilditch was given out handled ball and became the only non-striker to have been given that decision.

He picked up a wayward throw that had dribbled onto the pitch and handed the ball back to Sarfraz Nawaz, who appealed and the umpire had to give him out. 

The fracas was quite possibly in retaliation for an equally unsavoury incident earlier in the day when Pakistan’s number 11, Sikander Bakht was run out by Alan Hurst at the bowler’s end while backing up too far (the fourth such incident in Test cricket). 

Asif Iqbal, who played in the match, said : ‘I do not want to be associated with such incidents. There was no need for us to stoop so low as to appeal against Hilditch handling the ball’.
