One of England’s most prominent and controversial leg spinners was born on this day in 1914. Doug Wright was prominent because he took seven hat-tricks (still a record in first class cricket), and had his moments in the Test team too (including 7 for 105 in Sydney in 1947-47). But he was controversial because his 108 Test wickets cost 39.11 each : he simply bowled too many bad balls.
