That led to a move to Lancashire, where he had a strained relationship with a young Mike Atherton. DeFreitas didn’t get things off on the best footing by introducing himself to his new team-mate with the words “I don’t like students. It wasn’t exactly the start of a beautiful friendship, in the short term at least. “More than once our captain, Neil Fairbrother, had to pull us apart,” wrote Atherton in 2005.
