	Brian Close made his test debut on this day in 1949, against New Zealand at Old Trafford. At 18 years 149 days, he’s still the youngest ever to play test cricket for England. In 1976 he became one of the oldest at 45 years 140 days.
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This day in 1994 was when Mike Atherton put some dirt in his pocket – and nearly lost his job. With England taking a beating against South Africa at Lord’s, Atherton used the dirt to dry one side of the ball and so help Darren Gough get some reverse swing. Having dirt in his pocket was not illegal, but rubbing it on the ball contravened law 42.5, and match referee, Peter Burge, called him in to explain his actions.
