	Pakistan’s Abdul Razzaq is one of those rare breeds who made his international debut before he had played any first-class cricket. In his first one-day international in 1996/97, Abdul took 2-29 against Zimbabwe at Lahore, making his first-class debut some three weeks later.
When Surrey piled on 668 for 7 declared at the Oval in 2006, four Leicestershire bowlers were carted for 100 or more runs in the innings. The South African test-match spinner Claude Henderson took 3 for 235, the greatest number of runs conceded in a County Championship innings. He surpassed the figures of Gloucestershire’s Charlie Parker, who took 6-231 against Somerset at Bristol in 1923.
