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This day in 1899 saw the first test hat-trick in England. Jack Hearne’s trio could hardly have been more distinguished : the Australians Clem Hill, Syd Gregory and Monty Noble were all dismissed for ducks. The match was abandoned as a draw when rain washed out the final day. Tragically, the match is best remembered for an epileptic fit suffered by Johnny Briggs on the first night of the match. He did not play test cricket again, and was dead within three years.

This day in 1924 saw England become the first test team to score over 500 in a single day’s play. They put on 503 for the loss of two wickets against South Africa at Lords. The plunderers were Jack Hobbs (211), Herbert Sutcliffe (122) and Frank Woolley (134 not out).
